Last June, students released the fingerling trout into Picnic Lake to help support our local
ecosystem.

Thank you to Jeremy Moriarty for getting our tank up and running, so that we can begin filtering
and cooling the water. For these delicate little fish, the water must be maintained at a
temperature of 10 degrees to replicate the conditions they experience in the hatchery. We are
scheduled to receive our fish at the end of January, and they should begin hatching shortly in the
weeks that follow.

Having already done this as a school community, we are eager to observe and learn about this
new batch of fish, and we are excited for the memories that are about to be created for our
students.
